The Adas Israel World Jewish Affairs Committee begins its pro-
gram year with Franklin Foer, editor of The New Republic and author
of the international best-seller, How Soccer Explains the World: An
Unlikely Theory of Globalization, which has been translated into 25 lan-
guages. At the November 13 program, Foer will discuss media trends
from the perspective of a Jewish, Washington, DC, native; his percep-
tions and insights about American politics and culture; his life as editor
of a renowned political journal; and developments at The New

Republic.
The New Republic is a lively and influential journal of politics and the arts. While the

magazine is often thought to be liberal, its articles and editorial positions frequently surprise
readers and defy political labeling. Previously owned by a trio that included Martin Peretz,
in early 2007 the magazine was sold to CanWest Media Works, a Canadian concern.

Foer broke into journalism with e-magazine Slate in 1996. His articles insightfully cover
such diverse topics as Presidential aspirants, Iran, media trends, and (sometimes notorious)
Jewish figures in American politics. Born in Washington, DC, Foer has been an Adas Israel
member throughout his life. 

The World Jewish Affairs Committee presents speakers and panels in foreign affairs and
American politics from a Jewish perspective. Last year’s presentations included a panel dis-
cussion about ethical conflicts in the fight against terrorism, Daniel Schorr talking about
his life and experiences as a journalist, and the Conservative movement’s recent responsa
permitting ordination of gay rabbis and conduct of gay commitment ceremonies.

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As I See It
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(Excerpted from Yom Kippur Sermon)

On Yom Kippur we are reminded of ways in which we can repair the world
around us individually and collectively. Among my suggestions for each of us:
• Write a letter to your family or to friends and set down in words the things that

are important to you that you want remembered and explain why. Speak about
your work, your goals, your values, your hopes, your cares, your dreams, and your
loves—let others know who you are and what is most important about you.

• Perform a mitzvah. Help someone, anyone. Volunteer through our Social Action
Program. It will help to give you purpose.

• Say “I love you” to someone for whom you care. Don’t assume that he or she
knows it or does not have to hear the words.

• Undo a wrong or hurt. Say “I’m sorry.” While it is difficult to do this, it can trans-
form your world.

• Seek out an old friend with whom you have lost contact or have been out of
touch. Call, write, visit, bridge the distance of time and space.

• Smile at the people around you. Be kind to them. It will warm your world and theirs.
• Find something to do for an hour, a day, once a week that is worth doing and that

is not for your own benefit.
• Ask someone how he or she is and then stop and listen patiently to the answer

without interrupting.
• Adopt a cause. Do what you can, even if it is just a little, because all the little

things we do can add up to a lot.
• Be a friend to your spouse, neighbor, or co-worker and do it without expecting

anything in return. 
Doing these things will help others better remember us for the good that we

have done, not only by that which we planned. It will convey to them the kind of
people we feel we are and hope to be. It will distinguish our qualities from the
quantity of things we acquire, and it will transform our dreams into deeds.

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How can we know if we have an outstanding syna-
gogue? That’s an important question for synagogue officers,
board members, and congregants. We are working together
to create a community that allows us to live our Jewish lives
to the fullest. How do we know if we are making progress? Our Board of Directors
has been discussing setting goals and holding ourselves accountable for meeting
them. Let me offer a modest suggestion.

Maybe, as in sports or business, we can look at the numbers. The obvious sta-
tistics are membership levels and financial capacity. By these very important meas-
ures, Adas Israel is one of the most successful synagogues in the nation. But I
believe that we also need more subtle measures to assess our performance fully. Bear
with me as I imagine some statistics I wish we could track—statistics that would
tell us whether we really are meeting our goal of building an ever more active,
involved, and caring synagogue community. These creative “stats” could measure:

Reaching Out: What proportion of newcomers to our community, our prayer
services, and other activities have we greeted personally? What percentage of
recently joined members have our board members met and gotten to know?
How often during the year has each of our members heard directly from his or
her lay leaders, clergy and other staff?
Sharing of Simchas and Sorrow: How often are we there to share the happiest and
most difficult times of our lives with one another? Have we treated every wed-
ding and bat and bar mitzvah as our collective celebration? Have our Bikkur
Cholim (visiting the sick) and Bereavement Committees cared for our members
in times of need?
On-bimah Percentage: Have all of our children been prepared for a knowledge-
able and meaningful experience on the bimah as they become bar or bat mitz-
vah? How many of us are learning more about how to participate actively in our
prayer services?
Tzedakah and Service: How many of our members have had the opportunity,
through the synagogue, to express Jewish values of serving and giving—to our
fellow congregants, our neighbors in need, as well as others in need in Israel and
throughout the world.
Shabbat Celebration: What percentage of our members share a traditional
Shabbat dinner each week with their families, other members of the congre-
gation, or friends? How many have celebrated with us at synagogue Shabbat
dinners?
This excursion into “syna-metrics,” while somewhat lighthearted isn’t frivolous.

These really are some of the important ways in which we have cared and want to care
about, and for, one another. If we can measure them, maybe we should. In any case,
Adas Israel’s officers and board members are committed to work with you and our cler-
gy and staff to continue raising our collective “caring Jewish community batting aver-
age” in this and coming years. Let us know, as Ed Koch used to say, how we’re doing.

* * *
I’d like to alert you to an opportunity we all have to share a simcha with a special

member of our community. A gala event to honor Rabbi Wohlberg will be held on
the evening of May 20. This will have to be quite a night if we are going to let him
know how much we appreciate his more than 20 years of ceaseless dedication to
our community, his contributions through those decades, and all that he and Judy
have added to our lives. With Karen Schneiderman and Melanie Nussdorf chairing
the occasion, I know it will meet that high standard. I hope you’ll put the date on
your calendar. If you would like to help Karen and Melanie on the committee,
please contact the synagogue office.

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The High Holy Days this year were a
time of reflection for the Rabbinic Search
Committee, as they were for the Adas Israel
community as a whole. We were all aware
that, ba-shanah ha-ba’ah, next year, Rabbi
Wohlberg will no longer be our senior
rabbi, and we will, if all goes well, have a
new rabbi. This is an important transition
for Adas Israel, and the Search Committee
has been meeting throughout the summer
to prepare for the selection process ahead. 

As we reported last month, based on the
Transition Committee’s findings, we dis-
cussed and agreed on the general character-
istics we are looking for in a candidate. 

We have spent a good deal of time sift-
ing through and agreeing on the kinds of
questions we want to ask and the kind of
interview we want to conduct. We have
agreed that we want to let the candidates
express their vision, not just have them
answer narrow questions, and we intend to
leave time for the candidates to ask ques-
tions of us, too. We met with Rabbi
Wohlberg to learn more about what the job
entails and what we can all do to welcome
a new rabbi and help him or her get off to
a strong start.

We were told that we would probably
not receive applications until after the end
of Sukkot, given how busy rabbis are until
then. We are happy to report that,
nonetheless, we have already received five
applications from a mix of senior and assis-
tant rabbis. They appear to be very strong
candidates; in fact, a few have been
described to us as among the strongest
available. We expect to receive at least a few
more this month. 

We are reviewing the applications, dis-
creetly inquiring about the applicants, and
reading their writings. The Internet age
makes that last task very easy, almost too
easy: a number of rabbis post their weekly
sermons and divrei Torah on their syna-
gogues’ websites, so there is a lot to read.

We will invite strong candidates to
make a first visit to the synagogue on a
weekday. They will visit Gan HaYeled and
the Religious School, lunch with the senior
synagogue staff, have a meet-and-greet
with the other staff, meet with Rabbi
Wohlberg, daven mincha/ma’ariv, and have
dinner and an interview with the entire
Search Committee, at the beginning of
which they will give a brief d’var Torah. We
will not announce these first visits or the
identities of the visitors in advance. This
conforms to common practice and helps to
preserve confidentiality for the candidates.
These visits will begin in October.

Later, the committee will ask two to
four finalists and their families, if they have
ones, to return for a weekend, and each of
those visits will be a very public event. We
have not settled on the schedule yet, but it
will definitely include the candidate giving
sermons, being guest at a large dinner and
a brunch, and teaching a class to our
youth. Following the visits, the Search
Committee—with input from you, past
presidents, and trustees—will recommend
a final candidate to the Board of Directors
for its approval. 

We are keeping in mind that, to select a
wonderful new rabbi, we have to convince
candidates that we are a wonderful com-
munity to join, something that should not

be hard to do, given all that Adas Israel and
its members are and do and given our long
history as a major center of Judaism in the
nation’s capital. Yet one other very large,
prestigious Conservative congregation is
searching for a new senior rabbi, as are a
number of small and mid-size congrega-
tions. So we will be in “sell” as well as
“select” mode when we talk to candidates. 

Rabbi Feinberg has been a wonderful
addition to our congregational family, and a
number of members have asked if he will be
considered for the senior rabbi position. He
has indicated that he will not apply to
become senior rabbi. This is consistent with
the intent when he was hired last year as
interim rabbi. After the new senior rabbi
has settled in, there will be a reevaluation of
Rabbi Feinberg’s position and status in the
congregation. In any case, Rabbi Feinberg’s
current contact provides for his services as
interim rabbi through 2009, with an option
to extend one additional year should both
he and Adas Israel wish to do so.

This year will be a year of reflection for
our congregation as we find a new spiritual
leader to assimilate into Adas Israel and guide
us through inevitable change at the same
time. The Search Committee members rec-
ognize that this is a solemn task and, at the
same time, a very uplifting one: we have been
very encouraged by the interest so many con-
gregants have expressed in our work.
